Everyone needs to pay attention to the maintenance  of  both software and hardware on their system and use the correct methods to do so.

Maintenance of hardware

A PC  is less likely to break down if it is kept in clean and dry conditions. The most likely cause of failure is overheating of the fan within the processor box, caused by a build up of dust on the fan blades. Internal cleaning of the processor box needs to be done with the power disconnected (not just turned off) .
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However, there is still much to do to maintain good working conditions for your PC.

· Regular cleaning of the surfaces around a PC will reduce the amount of dust that collects.

· Use of anti-static wipes for screens can reduce the amount of dust attracted to the screen 

· ‘Air duster' products can be used to blow dust and debris from inaccessible areas of electronic equipment.

· Special brushes can be used to clean keyboards and the rollers on a mouse.

· Special discs can be used to clean floppy disc drive heads. Similar ones are available for cleaning DVD lenses. It is also possible to clean and restore CDs. 

· Products are available to clean the print heads on inkjet printers.
