Explained

Test 1 states what is expected if the Student Code input box is empty when the user selects a button. This test could be more specific and state what the error message would be. 

Test 2 states what is expected if the Title input box does not contain an acceptable value (i.e. Mr., Mrs, Miss, etc.)when the user selects a button.

Test 3 states what is expected if the Tel No. input box does not contain an acceptable value when the user selects a button.

Test 4 states what is expected if the Course Code input box does not contain an acceptable value when the user selects a button.
