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In HTML a Table structure consists of rectangular cells within a rectangle…… 

A CSS "box" can be thought of as a table with only one cell. 

Such a box can be given borders, transparent margins outside the borders, and transparent padding inside the borders. At the centre of the box the "content area", which displays the data / content of the box. 
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CPU

& central processing unit (CPU) is a machine that can
execute computer programs. This broad definition can
casily be applied to many early computers that existed long
before the term "CPU ever came into widespread usage

Hard Disk

& hard disk drive (HDD), commonly referred to as a hard
drive, hard disk, or fixed disk drive, is a non-volatile
storage device which stores digitlly encoded data on
sapidly rotating platters with magnefic surfaces

Scanner

In computing, a scanner is a device that optically scans
images, printed text, handvwriting, or an object, and converts
itto a digitalimage. Common examples found in offices are
variations of the desktop (or fatbed) scanner where the
document s placed on a glass window for scanning













As you can see from the diagram, the box model deals with the width, margin, padding and border around an element in the content area of the box.

It is the basic logic behind an HTML document.
